Getting Started 
●​ Take some time to read over Ephesians 1:3-10 and pray.

●​ As we talked about this part of God’s Word, and specifically about how God views 
us, what stood out to you?  

 

Diving In  
1.​ As we discussed in the message, not because of anything that you’ve done, but 

because of who God is, God views you as someone who He wants to bless, who 
is worth teaching, who He wants in His family, and who is worth dying for. As  you 
think about that, how does that change how you view who God is? How does it 
change how you view yourself?  
 

2.​ How do you think the enemy can sneak in and convince us that God doesn’t view 
us this way? Have you ever fallen into the trap of thinking that God doesn’t view 
you as someone who He wants to have a relationship with? What led you to think 
that? 
 

3.​ If God views us this way, then it shouldn’t just be head knowledge for us, but 
should change the way that we live our lives. It should cause us to accept Jesus 
as our Lord and Savior, view others the way that God views them, and then live on 
mission to proclaim the good news of Jesus Christ! How likely are you to fall into 
the trap of only gaining head knowledge and not applying God’s Word to your life?
