How can you keep this truth on the
forefront of your mind, and how would that impact both your relationship with
God, and your relationship with others?

3. Read Galatians 5:22-23. Looking at this list of fruit, evaluate your own life. What
kind of fruit is your life producing? How would taking seriously what Jesus said in
John 15:5 help you to bear more fruit?

4. Thinking about what Jesus teaches us in Matthew 25:31-46, who are the “least of
these” around you? Have you ever considered fostering or adopting? Why or why
not?
